• Making sails – using sails means that 
we do not need to buy gasoline, noise 
generated by motors that affects 
marine life and hearing capacities of 
fishermen can be avoided, and sails 
don’t pollute the water like gasoline

• ”Veda” (stop fishing for some time for 
fish population to grow again) – 
ensure there is fish for the next 
generations to eat and sell, and find 
economic alternatives during veda.

• How to sail when wind direction is not 
in your favour

• How to design a boat that is more 
comfortable for the fishing journey

• Managing local fishing areas together 
with the community

• Routine practices e.g. regular forums 
with local organisations and authorities
