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Reporting of secondary occupations activities for Teachers
KTH considers it important and positive that their employees have contact with society and industry. Teachers are, under the Higher Education Ordinance, obliged to inform KTH about any research and development secondary occupations activities  in their subject area, known as ”FoU” secondary occupations activity. Teachers include the following: Professors, Associate Professors, Lecturers, Assistant Professors, Part-time Teachers and Guest Lecturers. A notification of “FoU” secondary occupations activity has to take place within two weeks from that the teacher has committed to the activity.

Commitments which do not constitute a “FoU” secondary occupations activity may also need to be reported in order not to raise questions about the rules of harmful, competing and work-impeding secondary occupations activities. It is also important to consider the rules on conflict of interests in the Administrative law (Förvaltningslagen) pertaining to decisions or transactions between employers and employees/relatives to avoid the risk of confidence damage. This applies to all employees, and in case of uncertainty whether the activity may represent any of the above, the employee should submit information for evaluation. Information must always be submitted on request.
